MOMENT OF SILENCE: Mrs. Chambers asked that everyone pray for the people of Haiti and the State Trooper who was recently killed in the line of duty.

Miss Roberts added policies under the public safety report

Mrs. Chambers  added renting of borough property

Mr. Kurilko added K9 fundraiser to his agenda items

Mrs. Chambers stated fine we will adopt the agenda

MINUTES:

Mayor stated that the minutes for the reorganization meeting under swron in council members that his name needs to be added to members sworn in. Mrs. Chambers stated she is starting with the Dec. 3, 2009 minutes.
Motion by Gardner/Roberts to approve the minutes of the Dec. 3, 2009 special meeting duly carried with all members present stating aye except Mrs. Bridges who abstained. Mrs. Chambers asked why she is abstaining. Mrs. Bridges responded that she was not on council during that time.

Mrs. Chambers asked if there was a motion , Mrs. Bridges stated opposed and she added that the only one she will vote yes on is the January 4, 2010 meeting since she was present. Mr. Gardner added that goes for him also, since he was not on council either. Mr. Bittner stated that Mr. Gardner made the motion to approve the Dec. 3, 2009 minutes. Mr. Gardner stated that he did and he rescinds it. Mrs. Chambers stated lets start all over again would somebody wind up that clock please.
Motion by Roberts/Bittner to approve minutes of Dec. 3, 2009 duly carried with all members present stating aye except Mrs. Bridges and Mr. Gardner who abstained.

Motion by Roberts/Bittner to approve the minutes of Dec. 12, 2009 duly carried with all members present stating aye except Mrs. Bridges and Mr. Gardner who abstained..

Motion by Roberts/Bittner to approve the minutes of Dec. 22, 2009 duly carried with all members present stating aye except Mrs. Bridges and Mr. Gardner who abstained.
Mrs. Chambers stated the reorganization meeting of Jan 4, 2010 that the new members sworn in should have included Mayor Casey Durdines. Mr. Bittner stated that those minutes were redone and we just got them in our packets today and did not  have a chance to do them so I can’t see voting on them this evening. Mrs. Chambers said we shall table this and added that there were several omissions apparently the tape was very garbled. Mr. Bittner stated he listened to the tape and it was very clear. Mrs. Chambers stated was it really. Mr. Bittner stated yes it was, he could hear it even with his lessened hearing at his advanced age. 

Motion by Bittner/Roberts to table the approval of the minutes of Jan. 4, 2010 duly carried with all members present stating aye. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: 

Mrs. Chambers stated that Mr. Joe Augustine of the recreation authority board wanted to say something. Mr. Augustine stated that they have a resignation, submitted by Mr. Durdines who has resigned his position on the recreation authority.  He stated that Casey was great while he was on the board and he’s sorry to see him go. Casey Durindes stated he appreciates that. Mr. Augustine stated that the recreation authority would like to be a part of the appointing process and the bylaws state that the recreation authority can make suggestions to the council so there is an opening and there may be another opening coming up in the near future. We just wanted to be a part of that process and I didn’t know if that would be possible but it is in the bylaws. Miss Roberts stated she thinks that is a great idea personally. She added that she thinks it should go to them first. She asked if they ever name an alternate just in case because it seems lately that due to unforeseen circumstances we’ve been kind of losing people.  Mr. Augustine stated that he has had several inquiries through their website about the position, one of which he does know put their application in for the position. So he doesn’t know if council is voting on that tonight or not but if that’s the case that fine but with the next position opening they would like to be a part of that process. He stated that if anyone would like to serve on the recreation authority please let them know so they can get that process rolling. Mrs. Chambers thanked Mr. Augustine.
SECRETARY/TREASURER ‘S REPORT – MS. PFROGNER

Ms.Pfrogner read the account balances as of Dec. 31, 2009

Motion by Roberts/Gardner to approve the Secretary’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PRESIDENTS REPORT – MRS. CHAMBERS
TRI COUNTY BOROUGH ASSOCIATION 

Mrs. Chambers announced that the monthly meeting of the Tri County Borough’s Association will take place on Thursday, January 21, 2010. Its being held at the VFW post in Canonsburg which is on Pike Street. The meal is served promptly at 7:00 and the hosts are Canonsburg and Houston Boroughs. The guest speaker is Patrick Right of L T A P engineers. Mayor Duridnes asked if anyone plans on going it would be easier if we could just all ride together. Mrs. Chambers asked Ms. Pfrogner if anyone has responded to her that they are going. Ms. Pfrogner stated that she is the only one that she knows is going. Mrs. Chambers advised Mayor Durdines to communicate directly with Elizabeth after and stated he is right it’s better to carpool if you can. 
VACANCY BOARD

Mrs. Chambers stated that at  our working meeting we talked about the vacancy board which is recommended that council put together a vacancy board to fill any vacancy that would occur and it would have to be done in (30) thirty days, within thirty days. If not, the vacancy board has (15) fifteen days to appoint and if not then the court appoints. This consists of council and (1) one registered elector. She stated that she has not had anybody bring her any names, do you want to put forth a name as to the registered elector tonight or do you want to talk. She asked council to tell her what they would like to do about putting forth a registered elector. Mayor Durdines asked the audience if anyone would like to serve on the vacancy board and Miss Roberts stated the Mayor took the words out of her mouth that is what she was going to say. Mrs. Chambers stated well then we’ll just table this. Mr. Bittner asked if we should advertise it. Miss Roberts asked if perhaps put it on our website. Mrs. Chambers stated that it was not her understanding that it has to be advertised but she will look into that. Miss Roberts stated again that she thinks we should put it on the website. That’s free right. Mrs. Chambers stated that a suggestion was made to put it on our website.
RESOLUTION – TAX COLLECTOR BOND – MRS. PAGAC

Mrs. Chambers stated that she has a resolution here that sets the bond for tax collector, Diane Pagac. The tax collector bond is set for 30% of the total of her collection which is $181,670.46. She asked if she has a motion

Motion by Bridges/Gardner to bond Diane Pagac, our tax collector duly carried with all members present stating aye.
CONTINUED MEETING

Mrs. Chambers stated she would like council to look at their calendars for next week, the 18th, 19th or 20th and see if we could have a meeting perhaps we could continue this meeting until next week to deal with personnel issues. Those three days are available and if you all could agree on a date I would like to do it in the afternoon perhaps 1:00 or 2:00 pm. Miss Roberts stated it is going to be a closed session. Mrs. Chambers stated it is going to be on personnel it will be a closed session. Mayor Durdines stated he would like to attend but won’t be available for that time. Mrs. Chambers silenced the audience and stated that this meeting can be continued it has been done in the past and we can go into executive session when we meet. Mayor Durdines stated that the evening would work better for him being that he works during the day so if at all possible he would like to do it in the evening and the 20th is the only day he can make it, but if that doesn’t work for everybody else that’s fine. Mrs. Chambers asked council if the 20th is good at 6:30. Under discussion Miss Roberts stated yes, Mr. Alfano stated yes he can switch something around, Mr. Mariscotti stated that’s fine, Mr. Gardner and Mrs. Bridges both said yes. Mrs. Chambers announced that’s the 20th 6:30 we will continue this meeting for personnel only. Mr. Mariscotti asked if there will be an explanation of that later I assume. Mrs. Chambers responded absolutlely without a doubt. 
MUNICIPAL DEPOSIT RESOLUTION – FIRST NIAGARA BANK

Mrs. Chambers stated we have to do a municipal deposit resolution for the Borough with First Niagara Commercial Bank. We will designate them as an authorized depositary of the funds for the Borough of California. We’ve done this in the past with the change of name to First Niagara we need to set up a new set of documents. 
Motion by Bittner/Alfano to adopt the resolution making First Niagara Commercial Bank our Borough depositary duly carried with all members present stating aye.

Mrs. Chambers stated Elizabeth can show her where to sign and she will take care of it.
Mrs. Chambers stated that she doesn’t have anymore papers in front of her but there are additional depositaries for borough funds with PLIGIT, PNC, and Cal Ed Federal Credit Union. 

Motion by Roberts/Mariscotti to approve these people as additional depositaries duly carried with all members present stating aye.

RENTAL OF BOROUGH PROPERTY

Mrs. Chambers stated that she hopes everyone has it, she received a letter from a gentleman wanting to rent some storage space on borough property. As you will see this property is down by the lift station at what use to be Pierce Hardy property and he would like to store non-flammable, non- hazardous building materials that are going to be used in the parking garage at Cal U. Now if you will notice down in the third paragraph there is a rate that he would like to pay us. If you are all in agreement about that rate we can vote on it now. If you are not in agreement we can go into  executive session and discuss that amount. Mr. Alfano asked her to clarify that this is the same area that the other contractor was using to store equipment. She stated that this is not inside the fenced area, as you go down Poplar and you turn in you look to the left there is a little lift station there and then there is a paved area and he wants to drop a trailer that will have precast concrete forms on it. Mr. Mariscotti asked if this was by the library. Mrs. Chambers stated no this is down by 84 Lumber but it will be used near the library, he wants to store it there.  Mr. Alfano stated it sounds fair to him. Mayor Durdines stated we’re not using it. Mrs. Chambers stated if that sounds fair to you all, because again dealing with a real estate type of thing, I was advised that we really should discuss it if you don’t’ like that amount, but if you like that amount then somebody make a motion that you will accept this and if approved the gentlemen will be notified that the approval is contingent upon his satisfying all insurance and legal requirements to protect the borough. Mrs. Bridges stated that was going to be her question. Mrs. Chambers stated yes that if this is approved a letter will be drafted that he has to produce insurances and that sort of thing. Miss Roberts stated then the motion should be conditional. Mrs. Chambers stated it is a conditional motion if approved he will be notified that it is contingent on satisfying all insurance and legal protection for the borough. Mr. Radcliffe stated that it should simply say that upon approval of the solicitor. She stated so if we approve this it is turned over to you and you take care of all the legal. He stated that if you agree on the amount we’ll see to it that there’s protection in terms of what is gong to be down there and what is needed. 

Motion by Bittner/Roberts to rent the borough property upon approval of the solicitor  duly carried with Mrs. Chambers, Mr. Alfano, Mr. Bittner, Miss Roberts, Mr. Gardner, Mr. Mariscotti, and Mrs. Bridges voting yes. 
Mr. Mariscotti stated, going back to the resolution for the bond, shouldn’t that be a roll call vote because we’re expending money.  Mrs. Chambers asked if it was the resolution for the first bond. Mr. Mariscotti stated it is the bond for Diane. Miss Roberts stated the 30%. Mrs. Chambers stated the 30% for Dianne Pagac. Mrs. Chambers asked Ms. Pfrogner to go back to that motion and do a roll call vote please. 

Motion by Bridges/Gardner to bond Diane Pagac, our tax collector duly carried with all members present voting yes.

Motion by Roberts/Gardner to accept Mrs. Chamber’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PUBLIC HEALTH – MRS. CHAMBERS
MONTHLY SEWAGE REPORT

Mrs. Chambers read the monthly sewage report
Motion by Roberts/Bittner to accept the public health report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

RECREATION  – MR. ALFANO

RECREATION AUTHORITY

Mr. Alfano stated that just to let the public know from time to time he will be commenting on recreation items as well since he sits on the recreation authority and things come up that I want to bring to the publics attention or councils attention I will do that at this time.  We do have a letter of interest for Mr. Durdines’s vacancy and it is a citizen named Jon Jonoski. I would like to turn his letter of intent over the recreation authority for their consideration at this Saturdays meeting which you are all welcome to attend as well at 9:00 am at our Wood St. office. We did receive another resignation this evening from Gerald Gardner who was a seated member on the authority and he chooses to resign this duty to someone else since he is going to be sitting on council now. So if it’s councils’ pleasure I would make a motion to accept Mr. Gardner and Mr. Durdines resignations at this time.

Motion by Roberts/Bridges to accept the resignations of Mr. Gardner and Mr. Durdines from the recreation authority board duly carried with all members present stating aye.
Mrs. Chambers thanked them both for serving and stating it is greatly appreciated. 

Mr. Alfano stated that he did check with the solicitor for the recreation authority just to confirm the correct procedure to place new people on the board and he did confirm through the bylaws that we as an authority should interview them and recommend them to council for council to appoint and seat them on the board. So that is the procedure we will use. We had some procedural issues appointing some other members and we want to make sure we get it correct this time from the start. Mr. Bittner stated so we don’t have to interview anyone is that correct. Mr. Alfano stated you are all welcome to talk to any candidate that we present prior to voting on them of course. 
PUBLIC HOUSNIG – MR. ALFANO
Mr. Alfano stated that you’ll have to involve me for a month or so with my new duties as public housing committee chairman. I’m on a fast learning curve and I’m a slow learner. Mr. Alfano stated that he did meet with Art Brower and Bill Johnson today from Fayette Engineering and they are picking up some of the slack making sure that permits are issued that they are meeting the codes and that kind of thing. So we have a number of occupancy permits that fell through the cracks we’re going to be collecting those and a couple building permits to be issued. One is probably going to have to go to the zoning hearing board because they need a setback variance. For this first two weeks of the month of January we have collected a total of $1, 805.00 in permit fees in the zoning office. $1,240.00 is coming from rental applications and $565.00 coming from building permit applications. Just to give you some type of idea what volume of business that office does they did $363,000.00 and some change in occupancy fees and inspection fees last year. Now keep in mind that 75% of that was due to large projects at the University and the school district, but still there is between a $100,00.00 and $150,000.00 worth of permit fees just from our rental units so it’s a big part of our business in the zoning office. 

We are going to be looking at the flow of things in the office. We’re going to meet on a regular basis with Fayette Engineering to try and get some contractors approved and on board to do some future inspection work for the borough. K2 Engineering  has been our approved vendor to do approval of plans on big jobs, building plans and that sort of thing. So we’re going to keep going with that. Mr. Alfano stated he does have a meeting tomorrow with John Over from K2 Engineering here at the borough building at 10:00 am. Anybody that wants to attend is welcome and I believe Art and Bill will be there as well. 

Motion by Gardner/Roberts to accept Mr. Alfano’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PUBLIC SAFETY – MR. GARDNER AND MISS ROBERTS
Mr. Gardner stated that if you notice on the agenda it says monthly report this will be a yearly one. Again like Pat I’m just starting this. 

Mr. Gardner read the police finance report

Miss Roberts stated that if you recall, she forgets which meeting but thinks it was the last one, Mr. Holman came in and asked about a policy and she discussed that with him on the phone. It had to do with parking, going weekends in the snow and I think it was Mr. Bittner that mentioned there has been a pretty much an unwritten policy on that. So what she said to Mr. Holman since she really doesn’t know a whole lot about that yet was that she would get with you and I thought you and I should meet and whoever that would want to sit down and talk about do we want to put that in writing or do we not want to put that in writing.  Then there were one or two other policies that she was thinking of so I’m just basically reporting to you what that discussion was with him and I know you are very very very busy and I think you said you had one night available so you have my phone number and I have a lot more time than you do so whenever you have to time to meet and discuss that. Mayor Durdines stated the weekends are fine too if you have time you can give me a call and we’ll set something up. Miss Roberts stated she just wanted to tell Mayor how that report went with him and she hoped that was okay with the Mayor. Mayor Durdines stated that she can call him tomorrow and they discuss it further that’s fine also.
Motion by Alfano/Mariscotti to approve the public safety report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PUBLIC WORKS – MR. MARISCOTTI

Mr. Mariscotti stated he only has one thing to report and that is that he asked Mr. Brower to have the Christmas lights turned off. Mr. Brower stated that he is working on it. Mr. Mariscotti said that concludes his report.
Motion by Roberts/Bittner to accept Mr. Mariscotti’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.
FINANCE REPORT – MRS. BRIDGES

Mrs. Bridges stated that yesterday Elizabeth took time out of her busy schedule to review the bills with me and sort of familiarize me with some of the procedures and vendors that are used by the Borough and I thank her for taking that time. I plan on making some reports in the near future on the status of the budget and get into the budget and move along into the year. So that is my plan right now and having said all that I make a motion to approve the bills

Motion by Bridges/Mariscotti to pay the bills duly carried with all members present stating aye and on a roll call vote all members present voting yes.
Motion by Bittner/Alfano to accept Mrs. Bridge’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

MR. BITTNER – STREETSCAPE & HOLLYWOOD THEATRE

STREETSCAPE

Mr. Bittner stated that the streetscape which is running from Union St. to Mechanic St. and I was in contact with Mr. Deicas. Part of the plans have been sent to Penndot minus the electrical drawing because we didn’t decide that we wanted to do composite poles. He’s been informed that we want composite poles. He said that then will be furthered along to Penndot also. I also requested he send a set of plans to us so we have something to look at in the borough and for our engineer. That’s moving on hopefully.
HOLLYWOOD THEATRE

Mr. Bittner stated that he had been in contact with the attorney for owner of the building he contacted the Redevelopment authority the same day that I called him that’s Mr. Daley. So hopefully we’re in the process of getting that deed cleared up so that the Redevelopment authority can take ownership of that building. He said you had text messaged me about the other areas that we were going to use the community development block grant money. The only communication Mrs. Chambers that we had was the resolution that we sent over to the Redevelopment authority the night of Dec. 5, 2009 that we all had a copy of and that’s just basically delineated the area we wanted to do it. I know you had talked to Mr. Fox a little bit about that. So I think it would behoove us to get with Art, Kerry Fox and ourselves and sit down and talk this out exactly what we want to do in that particular area so that we are all on the same page. Because basically it was just the resolution was sent to the Redevelopment authority that’s what we wanted to spend the money on and then your conversation and my conversation with Mr. Fox but nothing was really put down in solid form. So I think it would behoove us to get together with three entities and try to work that out. Mrs. Chambers stated that yes the three of us will do that. Mr. Bittner stated to Art that he thinks they will be doing some of the engineering on that since you did the pre on that correct. Mr. Brower stated it may be appropriate to develop a small map of the town and delineate the area we look for and things like that. Mrs. Chambers stated that he told her in a conversation they had  yesterday that it didn’t have to be that detailed but he really wanted boundaries for instance first street to fourth or fifth and mechanic to east alley. Mrs. Chambers stated for right now. Mr. Bittner stated for right now unless we want to extend beyond that but basically it was to go over what we’ve already redeveloped over the last few projects  First St. to Third St. on Wood St. and then Third St. from Wood to Union. I don’t think there is going to be any money left to go any place else because Art was telling me some of the prices for some of the things we want to do and I think we’re going to eat up that budget probably have a little left over for upcoming years. Mrs. Chambers stated that we had talked about this being a 4 or 5 year project and this will be our first big step on that and we can come up with a 4 or 5 year plan that each year this is what we can do.
Motion by Mariscotti/Roberts to accept Mr. Bittner’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

JUNIOR COUNCIL MEMBER – MR. KURILKO

Mr. Kurilko stated that the California High School youth government club is continuing to plan a fundraiser for the K9 unit. We have some ideas and I’ve spoken with Officer Tracy earlier and she great creative ideas. In the near future with the Districts permission I’d like to bring the dog in with Officer Tracy can possibly do some demonstrations and show him around to grow support for the fundraiser and hopefully it will be very successful. 

Mrs. Chambers stated that she does want to thank the High School students who are so generous with their time and their devotion to Officer Argo and she thanked Mr. Kurilko for putting that together and I don’t know if any of you know it or not but Mr. Kurilko and his father and several other people from the Presbyterian Church are going to be going to Haiti to offer their help, which they do every year and it is direly needed right now. So we’ll keep you posted of anyway we can help these people down there. 

Motion by Roberts/Mariscotti to accept Mr. Kurilko’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

ENGINEERS REPORT – MR. BROWER
Mr. Brower stated he has nothing to add to his written report I am wondering if you have a date or a time for Washington County for the presentation. Mrs. Chambers stated yes in deed, the first thing they had available, you indicated Jan. 21, 2010 was good for you, the first thing was 1:40 pm and they asked if we would be there 15 (fifteen) minutes ahead of time. Ladies and gentlemen it is a government services building in Washington  Pennsylvania right behind the courthouse first floor where the commissioners meet. We will be making a presentation to see if we can obtain some casino funds. This is to improve the road in the Research and Development park up off of Malden. So that is at 1:40 pm and you and or someone from your organization will make the presentation and I plan to be there. If anyone else wants to go let me know I also can take people. 
Mr. Brower suggested that earlier in the day they get together for a few minutes or maybe sometime next week and we’ll show you what we’ve put together and get your input on it. Mrs. Chambers stated that will be good. 
Motion by Gardner/Roberts to accept the Engineer’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye. 

MAYORS REPORT – MAYOR CASEY DURDINES

NATIONAL INCIDENT MANAGEMENT CERTIFICATIONS

Mayor Durdines stated that this is primarily for the new members of council and also for council persons Roberts and Chambers. The federal government has set some guidelines down governing emergency response in the communities. They want all the local officials to have National Incident Management certifications. He stated that he wasn’t sure if Mr. Gardner had a certification already or not. Mr. Gardner stated he did not. Mayor Durdines stated that he made a print out but couldn’t find it at home so he thinks he has everyone’s email address so he’ll email it to them, but it is on the FEMA website. There is a tab that says training and then you’ll see something on there for online classes. Mrs. Chambers asked if he is saying that all council members should do this. He stated yes you have to. Mrs. Chambers asked what will they do to us if we don’t do it. Mayor Durdines stated they will hold back, say we had a flood or something, they’ll hold back your relief money. Mrs. Chambers stated so we can do this online. Mayor Durdines stated yes the course that you want to take is IS700. Mrs. Chambers stated IS700 and pull it up on the FEMA website. Mayor Durdines stated that he will try and get the link and email everyone tomorrow but if he doesn’t that should be enough information to get you there. 
RECOGNITION OF OFFICER VITALE

Mayor Durdines stated that at February’s meeting he would like to present accommodation to Officer Vitale for her heroism in rescuing an individual from a fire that we had on Christmas day here in California. She did an excellent job and I think she’s a great example of the caliber of officer that we try and employ here in California and I feel that she needs to be recognized for what she did. Mrs. Chambers stated she doubts there will be any objection. She stated to Officer Vitale that they think you are extraordinary individual for risking your life and limb to save someone else.  Was there not also someone from Cal U that came down, a security gentleman. Officer Vitale named the officer who assisted and he was not in the audience this evening. 

Motion by Alfano/Bittner to approve the Mayor’s report duly carried with all members present stating aye. 

SOLICITORS REPORT – ATTORNEY RADCLIFFE

Attorney Radcliffe thanked council for the warm welcome. He stated that his partner Ernie DeHaas would be here, he would normally be handling this meeting, but he’s involved in a hearing tonight so I will be present. He has nothing to report except for the fact that they will promptly prepare the license which you need with regard to the real estate year and make sure you have a copy so you can review before its finally signed. Mrs. Chambers asked council if they had any questions for Attorney Radcliffe. Mr. Bittner stated that he had received an  email and he did not get to share that with council , but I think that would be nice if you would share those fees with the other council persons. Mrs. Chambers stated that she believes it was suggested that as you attend our meeting it will be $110.00 an hour. Attorney Radcliffe stated that is correct. Mrs. Chambers stated that in the past we have had a Solicitor here for our working meetings where there is no vote being taken. She’s wondering if the attorney needs to be here for that. What is your recommendation and what is councils recommendation, lets decide. 
Attorney Radcliffe responded that is entirely up to council, if there is not going to be any legal issues you don’t need your solicitor there and if it turns out you have some issue you need advice on we’ll be glad to be there. Attorney Radcliffe added that so you all know Ernie DeHaas had been representing municipalities for over 30 years. He’s very familiar with the Borough Code and the Municipal Code and has worked with Fayette Engineering and others. So he will be as flexible as you want him to be if you need him he’ll be there if you don’t need him he won’t be there. Mr. Bittner asked if their fee is $125.00 per hour for litigation. Attorney Radcliffe stated for litigation matters that is correct. Mr. Bittner stated now could we have you on a retainer for a year and it would cost us less money than a $110.00 an hour for you being here at our council meetings. Attorney Radcliffe stated they have no problem with a retainer and Ernie would be glad to discuss that with you. Mr. Bittner stated in the past, from his recollection, we had a retainer and then we did not pay for the presence of the attorney on the meeting night.  Attorney Radcliffe stated they would be glad to discuss that with him and he noted that, at least in the past, and everybody’s different. Sometimes the Solicitor attended hearings whenever the borough was sued and there was a liability carrier representing them. My end of the profession is litigation so I understand that and there are times when you won’t need your solicitor there for that so that was one of the things we thought would make it a little more economical and make more sense, but that would be something Ernie would discuss with you. Mrs. Chambers stated that there is a box that has your name on it and I think it’s loaded. 

Motion by Roberts/Gardner motion to accept the Solicitors report duly carried with all members present stating aye.

OLD BUSINESS

BOROUGH  LOCKS

Mrs. Chambers stated there was talk at a previous meeting about changing the locks and there were a couple of you that suggested that they would get us some fees as to what that would cost. She asked if Toni brought up some persons name and he responded he did not get any quotes.  Mrs. Chambers stated that some of the keys that are being turned in aren’t working. So council we have to talk about maybe getting some quotes as to what it would cost to re-key the building and get rid of all the old ones and start all over again. So Tony you said you had someone is it possible you can make a phone call and get us a written quote. Jon did you bring up someone that you knew or was it the same person. He stated yes it was the same person that Tony had in mind. Mr. Alfano stated he thinks they talked about electronic locks now instead of keep paying for keys. Mayor Durdines stated that he priced that a couple of years ago for that sort of lock just on the police station side of the building and like Mr. Alfano said if someone quits or whatever, you simply delete them from the system and you don’t need to worry about collecting a key. It is considerably more expensive but for security purposes it might be worth the extra investment. Mrs. Chambers suggested that we come back to council with the cost. Mayor Durdines stated he will try to find the ones in his files but  like I said they are probably a year or so old so he would assume the cost has gone up. Mrs. Chambers stated that sounds good and then we can make a call just to get them updated.  She asked if that was alright with the rest of council to get some quotes for they key entry and then some for the electronic entry system. 
NEW BUSINESS

Motion by Bittner/Mariscotti that we open up the solicitorship and get some requests for proposals from different law firms and bring those in and then make a decision and this is nothing against the current solicitor Mr. DeHaas. During the roll call vote Mr. Gardner voted no, Mr. Mariscotti voted yes, Mrs. Bridges voted no, Mrs. Chambers passed, Mr. Alfano voted yes, Mr. Bittner voted yes. The secretary went back to Mrs. Chambers for her vote. Miss Roberts stated that she hadn’t been called for a vote. Mrs. Chambers stated that she hadn’t called Miss Roberts. The secretary apologized and requested Miss Robert’s vote. Miss Roberts voted no. Mrs. Chambers, after the audience hummed the jeopardy theme requested that they stop and grow up. Then Mrs. Chambers stated if you’re going to act like that then her vote is no. The audience became loud and Mayor Durdines asked everyone to be respectful to everyone. He knows everyone has a lot of questions and a lot of concerns. He stated that we are all representatives of the community and there is a time and a place for certain things and in a structured meeting like this lets try and keep it professional on both sides, on our side of the table and on the publics.
Under discussion Mr Bittner stated that the reason he is doing this is he thinks and would like to just see the comparison of fees from other attorneys and I would also then like to include those of us that were not included on this in this discussion and it’s a possibility  we may end up with Radcliffe & DeHaas again which is absolutely fine with him. But he thinks that he would like to be part of the process of interviewing and looking at some other law firms as far as what they have to offer the Borough of California. We interview for everything else in this borough I’d like to interview for that also. 

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS

Mrs. Chamber stated that she would like to begin the recognition of citizens and then she’d like to take a break in about a half hour unless council would like to take a break right now. Council responded that they didn’t need a break right now. Mr. Alfano stated that he wants to commend everyone for coming out, this is democracy at its best. He stated that if they would all be involved as much as they could throughout the whole year then you’d have a lot more say in what’s going to happen in your government. He thanked them all for coming to the meeting tonight. 
Mrs. Chambers stated this is public comment time and that means you make a comment. She stated that she is setting some rules right now. She stated if you come up here and you accuse anyone here of anything bring the proof with you. You can make your comment and if you have proof that we have done something to break the municipal code you bring the proof with you. She stated that she will respect them and they need to respect council. She stated please come up to the microphone and spell your name if Miss Pfrogner needs it. 

LINDA DIFILIPPO

She stated that you all are elected to work for us in this community and you seem a little on edge tonight. You seem like you don’t want to answer our questions. You were quick to smack the gavel. You wanted to have a closed door meeting about the personnel until Mr. Harris corrected you. Then all of the sudden you changed your tune. So was that that you weren’t knowledgeable about the meeting or were you trying, I have to question your ethics on that meeting. That’s all. Mrs. Chambers thanked her.
DARLENE BEATTY WALTERS

She stated that she would like to present these petitions to the Mayor on behalf of those who have been affected by the actions of the council. Mrs. Chambers thanked her. Ms Walters stated that is all she has to say right now because it doesn’t seem, as I agree with Linda, that it won’t be listened to anyways. You all seem  a little on edge and to jump at and like Mr. Alfano said for all the people being here and all the people would be here a lot except the questions never get answered. I’ve watched council meetings, I’ve watched Mrs. Audrey Knight be here and she asks a question four or five times and people responded but they never ever gave her a direct answer. I don’t remember what it was about. I also have a letter from one of you Shelia or Shelly, I’m not sure. It was regarding the sewage issue in August of 08 and I did speak to you on the phone. Mrs. Chambers stated you did speak to me and actually you said to me I am shocked that I got an answer. Ms. Walters stated yes and she was shocked. Mrs. Chambers stated that you had sent me a letter I responded immediately as I recall and you called me and said. Ms. Walters stated but it still wasn’t a straight answer and I don’t want to get into that.  I have a copy of your letter in which you pointed fingers at other council members. That’s really not the issue here basically. That’s all I wanted to say is to give the petitions to the Mayor. Mrs. Chambers thanked Darlene. 

Mayor Durdines stated that the petitions that were turned in just to read what they said in here. It says the following petitions represent the signatures of residents, property owners, college students, business owners, employees, and individuals who use the services of California Borough and support the immediate reinstatement of Rick Encapera as Chief of Police for California Borough. There are also signatures to have Mr. Pat Vitchoff  re-instated as the Street Commissioner. Mrs. Chambers thanked Mayor Durdines.

KERRI CROSS

She stated that she is here on behalf of her 80 year old mother who has been a resident and lived in California all her life. She tries to maintain her home on her own because she chooses to do it that way. But in doing so and her getting older, and many people like her, she requires the help of the Borough. The help of the Borough in her form was calling Pat Vitchoff  on the telephone can you help out my mother because her hedges need cut on the bank because they are growing over and it’s her property and Borough property.  He went over and above at times and provided reflectors when she was cutting the bank and her question is to Fayette Engineering who is she going to call to get that done like it has been done in the past. That’s my question. He has done a good job and I can’t understand firing him or whatever actions you guys have taken without justification and the only thing I have to say is shame on you. Mrs. Chambers thanked her. 
MICHAEL SEARS

He stated he resides at 172 Ellsworth St. in the Borough of California and as a resident of California Borough I view a grave concern in the manner which council members Sheila Chambers, Galvie Gardner, Donna Bridges, and Shelly Roberts voted on Monday January 4, 2010 at the borough reorganization meeting to replace the Solicitor, demote the Chief of Police, and terminate the employment of the Code Enforcement Officer and the Street Commissioner.  He stated that he finds it hard to believe these council members can provide just cause to support the scope of their decisions. Also the manner in which these actions were taken suggests there was a collaboration months before the January council meeting. He would  presume this is a violation of  the provisions of the Pennsylvania Sunshine Act for insuring that borough citizens have the right to attend all meetings of borough council. Mrs. Chambers asked Mr. Sears when did they violate and where and what time. He stated he didn’t know. She stated so you don’t know okay. Mr. Sears stated also the fact that attorney Ernest DeHaas knew prior to the meeting that he was being selected to step into the roll of solicitor after Attorney Keith Melenyzer services were terminated suggests that proper protocol for choosing another solicitor may not have been followed. This would appear to have constituted the creation of a liability  by contract as defined by the Act and therefore should have been conducted in open forum before the entire borough council. These actions appear to have been a willful disregard to the oath of office which these council members took and were deceitful  as well as dismissive of the public trust. I hope these council members are not relying on a formal complain of a few borough residents as well as their own campaign rederick to justify the personnel decisions rendered on Jan. 4th. Good people have been harmed by these actions. Needless to say these decisions will more than likely burden the residents of the borough with more litigation. Given this and current on going litigation involving the borough I have reservation about the council members involved to effectively demonstrate fiscal responsibility, provide legitimate leadership and oversight for the various departments of the borough.  Finally, I would suggest we do not trivialize the roll of Mayor Durdines. Give him the financial and personnel  resources needed to effectively carry out the duties he was elected to perform. Please don’t undermine his efforts and I would also expect  the input of council members Jon Bittner, Pat Alfano, and Tony Mariscotti be valued as well. They are more than capable of providing sound, competent leadership that would be a vital benefit to the Borough of California. Maybe you should listen to them along with the majority of the borough residents. Mrs. Chambers thanked Mr. Sears. 
GREG RUTH

He stated his name and he lives on 155 Skyline Drive here in the Borough and I believe that there has been a great service to the community where I live with my family. I think there is a lot of personal vendettas that each of you had and why else would you put this community in jeopardy. This borough has come a long way from not having a police force or a canine unit, which we use to have. A lot of you, all of you remember what that was like to have that service and we now have it back. I have two young kids and to have this kind of service here in this town is greatly appreciated. However, to take Chief Encapera and demote him for no reason whatsoever I have a personal problem with and I’m sure everyone else here does also. We want to get rid of the borough manager  during 13 days of constant snow your elected officials that we put into power in this community and part of that power is to listen and discuss amongst your panel and the public any concerns and responsibilities to this community. That was done nor handled in a professional manner. You have opened this borough up to a lawsuit in many areas. We are a small community and makes mistakes but when you make a mistake you try and learn from the mistakes you made. I have this conversation with my 4 & 7 year old constantly. They get it! Maybe if you stop worrying about yourselves and the personal agendas and more about the community we wouldn’t we be having this discussion. Mrs. Chambers thanked him.

IRENE MARISCOTTI
She stated her name is Irene Mariscotti. She stated she is a life long resident of this community and I want to introduce you to a word tonight and that word is possibly one that we’ve never heard before. That word is cabal and its spelled CABAL and you can look it up in Websters as I have. A cabal – a number of persons secretly united to bring about and overturn or usurpation especially in public affairs. My opinion you’re all here this evening and so am I because a cabal of four people . Mrs. Chambers thanked her.

CATHY URBAN

Stated this is for Mr. Galvie  yesterday in the paper, the Valley Independent, your quote was we elected to go the other way, when did you elect to go the other way. Twenty minutes after you were sworn in the vote took place. When did you elect to go the other way since after you demoted a very good chief of police and four people who work in the borough. Mr. Vitchoff comes out to the country, have you ever been out in the country. Mr. Galvie you came out in the country didn’t you. Mr. Gardner responded yes. She stated you knocked on every door didn’t you. He stated yes. She stated not her door, not hers but you put your sign and didn’t’ even ask permission, is that your policy. Is that the way our governments going to be run, bullying.  Mr. Gardner responded by stating that he would like to familiarize them with the debatable samples handed here, what the platform of the candidates was going to be and I said I was for change within in California Borough. He stated that he also made a comment that if you want status quo don’t vote for him. Well people voted for him. Everybody out here has a right to their opinion. I have a right also to my opinion. I didn’t see petitions going around when Mike Mislo lost his job. Any meeting that I attend as a council person if someone asks me a question, if I don’t’ have it I will call you and give you the answer. I won’t hide from nothing and everything will be up front. There are a lot of things going on maam in public that you don’t know about. The audience responded by stating why don’t he tell them. If I can do it I will do it, but its personnel and as you know or are familiar I can’t do that. I wish I could at some point in time I will do that. He stated that they’re not seeing the whole picture and he understands that they are upset, but he has one last comment this to me is not because I don’t like people. The audience grumbled and he stated that he can’t make them believe him no matter what he tries. Mrs. Chambers stated ok let us move on are you finished Mrs. Urban and Mr. Gardner. Mrs. Urban stated yes and Mr. Gardner stated he’s done. Mrs. Bridges asked if they want an answer from her and they responded yes. Mrs. Bridges stated that she is one of seven people here and she is entitled to her vote just like every one of these people here and she will not discuss personnel issues in a public forum. Mrs. Urban asked how did you arrive at your decision were there petitions, were there bad evaluations of these people. When you guys, prior council fired Mr. Mislo you gave Mislo a couple notices that he better be careful and you better do this or you’re going to lose your job. She asked what did these gentlemen get? Mr. Mariscotti asked how you folks were involved personnel before you were elected to council. The audience clapped. Mrs. Bridges stated she has come to meetings two plus years before she ran for council and asked how many of them came to all the meetings. Mrs. Urban stated that four good people have lost their livelihood for no apparent good reason other than were moving on. Mrs. Urban asked if it is better financially better for us not to have them working? Are you paying more to the engineering company than you would have to these men who were very dedicated to their jobs. She stated that her parents live on top the hill here 86 & 87 years of age. If that road is not maintained properly they can’t maneuver. We can’t get through to them and that’s our choice, because we do choose to live in the country. Just like the sewage we’re faced with over a million dollar lawsuit and we don’t even have sewage out in the country. There are things that are happening in the borough and this is very important you have cost the livelihood of four people. They’re good men and I have yet to hear the bad things that they did or the things that they didn’t do and all I want to know is what justification you used to fire them. Miss Roberts stated that she really wishes that we were able to tell you that, but we are not able to speak on personnel issues so here is her suggestion. It’s the only thing she can possibly think of  and we are definitely limited as to what we can say because of that I know how it looks but we cannot. She stated that her suggestion, and its up to you if you would like to do this or not and I’m talking to everybody whether you were for or against us it doesn’t matter I mean everybody, I would simply get on that telephone tomorrow and call the District Attorneys office and I would ask the District Attorney’s office to come in and investigate especially we four have been accused of  deceit and unethical behavior and all this other stuff so in order to settle it I would call him on a regular basis. Tell him to come in here investigate the whole thing and then it would be answered. 
TAMMY MATSKO

She stated that Mrs. Bridges just stated that she was at council meetings for two years prior to her taking an office on Jan. 4th and you all stated there are no personnel issues discussed at a council meeting so once again how did she know their were negative personnel issues for you to place your vote on January the 4th.  Mrs. Bridges stated that she has several questions to ask the council and I have not yet had the opportunity to ask them. Mrs. Matsko stated that then she should have abstained from voting if you didn’t know what you were voting on. Mrs. Bridges stated she has not had a chance to ask the full council because she was not seated until last Monday. Mrs. Matsko stated then how could you vote. How could you vote? Mrs. Bridges stated because she needs questions answered before I vote on anybody. Mrs. Matsko stated well you voted to get rid of him without the answers. Mrs. Bridges stated before she gives an affirmative vote on anybody I want to check things out. 
RON WRIGHT

Mr. Wright stated he is a local business owner and he resided in the community for pretty much since birth and along with a lot of other people in here I’m here to speak on behalf of Rick Encapera. He stated that the man has been in this borough as long as I can remember and has done so many positive things in this community he can’t believe that there is anything you guys can table in your secretive thing or whatever is going on, hide behind your laws and whatever, that can put him out of a position when you can weight the positive the effects he’s had on our community over the years. Thirty some years the guy has been here. This borough, from what I hear and I haven’t done a lot of research or investigation, I hear we have multi million dollar problems here. Why are we worrying about petty issues that are going on with this stuff. We have bigger issues to worry about. 

This guy is an icon in this community. 

VICKI GALLO
She stated that she sat on council and if you want to know the reasons why I believe they dismissed  the four I won’t do it hear because there is a lot of angry people, I will sit and give you the reasons because I can sit and talk now. She stated if you want to know come to me and I will tell you. Mrs. Chambers thanked her.

CARMELLA DIXON

She stated her question to council is that they said they are not allowed to tell the audience why council did what they did. Have you given an explanation to Chief Encapera. Have you given an explanation to Mr. Vitchoff or Mr. Large or the Solicitor, Mr. Melenyzer.  She stated the council could answer yes or not that is public knowledge. 

Mrs. Chambers thanked her.

ANGIE FOWKES

She stated that she just has a couple of comments for Donna, can you clarify, you said you had some questions for council so was that improper voting. Mrs. Bridges stated no. 

Mrs. Fowkes stated then why. Mrs. Bridges stated that if she is going to vote on key positions in this Borough she needs the opportunity to sit down with the council as a whole and discuss issues and questions that she may have. She added that she has not had that opportunity. Mrs. Fowkes asked if that means that the vote that took place shouldn’t have taken place. Mrs. Fowkes stated that she is just one in many here who is asking that their residents are re-instated. These are our residents, come on you’re hiring outside people, your taking our jobs away from us. Mrs. Bridges stated that she cannot make an affirmative vote until she gets her questions answered. Mrs. Fowkes stated but you did Donna. Mrs. Bridges stated she meant a negative vote, I voted no. Mrs. Fowkes stated you voted no to keeping to these residents, you voted no.  Mrs. Bridges stated that she voted no to their re-appointments. Mrs. Fowkes stated but you didn’t know so why would you vote not and why wouldn’t you just abstain like you did earlier this evening until your questions were answered.  Mrs. Bridges stated because that is her perogative. Mrs. Fowkes stated no it is not, she doesn’t think that is how government is suppose to work. Please reinstate our people that is all we’re asking. Mrs. Bridges stated she made her point she’s not answering anymore. 

Motion by Mariscotti/Bittner to reinstate our four borough employees that were terminated in January 
Under discussion Mr. Alfano stated that maybe he can offer a solution that might be favorable for all council members. If we would put a condition in this motion that we bring these people affected back for a (90) ninety day period, a cooling off period, in this time frame we’ll express to them any issues council has with them at that time , give them a fair amount of time to correct or improve their performance and if it’s not done in (90) ninety days he will vote to terminate them. 

Mr. Mariscotti amended his motion to include a 90 day cooling off period and an evaluation period for the borough employees. Mr. Bittner amended his second to the motion and added he thinks that’s what should have happened on January 4th. 

Mr. Bittner stated that he was talking with Mrs. Bridges the other day and he has no problem with taking each one of these departments, looking at that department, evaluating it and seeing what was going on, but to completely wipe out four departments in this borough and leave us hanging for this amount of time would be an incorrect way to do it. Then if we found out something that we felt we could correct it as Mr. Alfano said that would have been the proper way to do it instead of coming in here and erasing the entire chalk board without any thought or process. Mayor Durdines stated he would like the record to show that he is in support of what these three gentlemen are trying to do with the 90 day or evaluation period would give every member of council and including myself the opportunity to meet and analyze the entire situation. Mrs. Chambers stated that she would like to suggest also that we present to you in our executive session on personnel the reasons why the things that I have uncovered in two years. Mr. Alfano stated prior to a vote is that what you’re saying. Mrs. Chambers stated that she would like to do that at our meeting on Wednesday. The audience became loud and Mrs. Chambers requested a roll call vote. 

The motion by Mariscotti/Bittner to reinstate our four individual that were terminated in January for a (90) ninety day cooling off period and evaluation period for those borough employees failed with Mr. Mariscotti, Mr. Alfano, and Mr. Bittner voting yes and                 Mrs. Chambers, Mrs. Bridges, Miss Roberts, and Mr. Gardner voting no.

Mr. Bittner stated he has a comment that these people say they listen to the people what people do they listen to? The audience applauded. 

ARTIE HARRIS

He stated there are a couple of things that people need to be informed of. Mr. Gardner set up there and talked about Mr. Mislo and I know what happened with Mr. Mislo  I was president. Whenever Mr. Greenlief voted to step down and give his presidency up to get rid of him. It was not a 4/3 vote okay. It was never a 4/3 vote. In the paper Mr. Gardner put in there about Chief Horner and he was there when we got rid of him that’s false. Chief Horner got hurt. That was at the convent house I gave the chair up to make the motion to put Steve Silbaugh acting Chief. When Chief Horner retired he was not forced out of here like he says it was a buyout that’s how we got Mr. Horner out of here and he got paid and he got paid good from this Borough. So that was not a fact what he put in the paper just so you all understand. As a matter a fact there is Mislo right there so if you all want to know what went on he can tell you. Miss Urban stated that she misspoke and she is honest enough to say when she made a mistake I incorrectly quoted by saying how many times he was notified and that was mistake on her part. Mrs. Chambers thanked Mrs. Urban.

MIKE MISLO

He stated that he just wants it to be known when I got relieved from the Street Commissioner position 8 or 9 years ago I was never notified beforehand. There was no notices telling me that I’m going to be let go, never happened. Mrs. Chambers stated so you were just not reappointed. Mr. Mislo stated Pennsylvania has an At Will law and for   all of these people who don’t know about it and how it works talk to a lawyer and find out. If you don’t’ work under contract that’s what they utilized against me. It was the At will law and that’s understood. At times people become politically incorrect and sometimes you got to live with it. God works in mysterious ways it benefited my life. I got a whole lot better job and I don’t have to have politics and that monkey on my back everyday. So I understand these guys lost there jobs, they got kids to take care of and I’d like them all to get their jobs back. I don’t hold no grudge. God helped me I have a much better job. I recommend that they go and see if the same thing can happen to them if they don’t get their jobs back. Politics isn’t the best jobs in the world , I’m sorry.  I just wanted to vindicate my name cause I got drug through the mud one time and please don’t do it no more. Mrs. Chambers thanked Mr. Mislo. 
ROSE MARY URICK

She stated there are a lot of complaints here tonight. She stated that she lives on 1201 Zulu Street and I certainly wish all these people would have showed up when I was down here complaining for five years to the former council. She asked how many people in this audience know where she lives, Mr. Sears do you know where Zulu St. is take a ride over there. Come and see what I live with. Mounds of trash I got an apartment building that is falling in. How many times have I called Mr. Bittner. What was Mr. Bittner’s answer to me? I don’t have to answer your questions. Why wasn’t Mr. Large up there to condemn this building? Mr. Bittner stated he is not going through that rhetoric with you again. Because if I answered your questions, we had pictures of dumpsters, you know in your heart that is true you wrote me a letter one time and I told you I wasn’t going to answer those questions. Other than that I answered your questions, I had Mr. Large up there. He didn’t do the job the way you wanted to him to do it you were upset with him and that’s the end of that.   She stated okay. Mr. Bittner added that he is one of seven council members and there are six other council persons here and I didn’t see them busting their tail to help you either. Mrs. Urick stated well we’re going to do it again. She said Mr. Alfano I’m putting you on former notice. Mr. Alfano stated former or current notice. Mrs. Urick stated former notice. She wants somebody up there to Zulu St. apartment building. She wants something done. Mr. Alfano asked her who will he send. Mr. Alfano stated he will be glad to personally go up and see what the situation is but he is not able to write citations or code violations so we’ll have to visit it and see where it goes. Mr. Bittner asked Art if he is able to do that. Mr. Brower stated that your previous code enforcement officer was not a plan reviewer he could only enforce the Ordinances that were on the books. Anybody can do that. You can do that, your police can do that it just has to be enforced. Mr. Bittner stated that he doesn’t want to put Mr. Brower on the spot because he respects him, but as far as building permits go. So as far as building permits are concerned you have to be certified by the State Building Code to issue building permits. Mr. Brower stated that was correct that is why all the permits were sent to K2 engineering. Mr. Bittner stated that K2 is a fine firm cause they have them at the school district and the University. Mr. Brower stated that is one of the options he and Patsy had discussed was making that an open process so becomes competitive and the homeowner or landlord can determine who they wan to do that.  Mrs Urick stated okay. She added as a member of the Zoning Hearing Board she spoke with their solicitor yesterday. We have not even been organized yet, we don’t have our officers in place. I spoke with Mr. Maddiex back there. He’s not in the borough , now are we going to have a hearing anytime soon. Mr. Alfano stated you may get an application soon.. Mr. Gardner stated there is an alternate Mr. Alfano. Mr. Alfano stated there is a fellow that made application for a building permit gets his facts and gets his site plan submitted then we may have to send him to the zoning board. Mr. Alfano stated it is his understanding that at their first meeting of your board you can organize. You can meet 15 minutes earlier or half an hour prior elect who your chairman would be and get all that out of the way. Mr. Bittner asked Mrs. Urick a question and she stated they had met just to get to know who was on the board and who the solicitor was. We discussed whether we could have election of offices and the solicitor said no because it has to be advertised. So we’re not going to break the law and do what we want to do. He suggested that when they have their first hearing to elect our officers. Now I want to know why there was a lady who came I August her last name was Foreman. She requested a hearing for the Zoning Hearing Board and why was she turned away.  Mrs. Chambers and Miss Roberts stated they had never seen the request. Mrs. Urick stated it is in the minutes the council minutes. Mrs. Chambers stated that we’ll look into that. Mr. Mariscotti asked what meeting did she request the zoning hearing board hearing on. Mrs. Urick stated it was August. 
DALE DIXON

He stated he lives on Highpoint Drive and he thinks council should consider reopening their budget cause we need an addition. You have about 30 people standing out in the hall that doesn’t agree with what this board did plus all these people in this room. I think if you continue to conduct business this way you’re going to have more people than what’s here now. Mrs. Chambers thanked Mr. Dixon.

JOHNATHON JONOSKI
He stated he lives on Pike Run Drive. He stated that in the newspaper the council was quoted, certain members, stating that they were carrying out the will of the people and this is what the people wanted. He asked council to look around the room plus the people outside plus the stack of petitions sitting in front of the Mayor is this really what the people wanted. He stated he doesn’t know where you guys were talking or who you talked to. He asked Miss Roberts if by any chance she and Sheila discussed or met before this vote on the reorganization. Miss Roberts stated that she and Sheila are sisters and they see each other every single day. He asked Mrs. Bridges if her and Gerald by any chance met before that meeting and discuss anything. Mrs. Bridges stated no and even if they did meet to talk they weren’t sworn in members. Mrs. Chambers stated to John Jonosky you are the one accusing us of different things on facebook. Mr. Jonoski stated he wasn’t making any accusations. Mrs. Chambers thanked him. 
RYAN ENCAPERA

He stated that he wanted to make something clear prior to his comments. First of all he is a high school teacher and a coach and when he steps into his classroom everyday I’m held to a standard and he’s expected to act a certain way and the decisions that he makes are very important and the decisions that he makes every day affect a lot of people. The decisions that your are making are affecting a lot of people and he thinks their decision making is very poor and I think you are hurting a lot of people here and you really need to take a look in the mirror and ask yourself personally what you are doing. Because this isn’t the right thing to do and they shouldn’t be too comfortable in their chairs because there are people here that may replace you pretty soon. 

JOHN DEFRANCO

He stated that he lives up on Mulberry Court by IU1. He stated he’d  like to thank Mr. Sears for speaking so eloquently and he has four children in the district. He stated that this is his first council meeting. This is embarrassing and he is embarrassed to say that he lives in this community. He thanked Patsy, Tony, and Jon and stated he is embarrassed by the four of them. Mrs. Chambers thanked him.

MR. BITTNER

Mr. Bittner stated that he just wanted to state one thing know you’ve been talking about the Sunshine Law.. maybe the intent of the Sunshine Law was not broken but the spirt sure the heck was.
